All Diploma Programs applicants will be divided into six groups. Your audition and placement activities will take
place at different times, depending on the group to which you are assigned. You will receive your own schedule
and group assignment at the beginning of the day. A lunch period will be provided.

PERFORMANCE AUDITION
Applicants in Performance must provide a copy of the audition music for the use of the judges and a list of
pieces to be performed. An accompanist willbe provided, but you may bring your own at yourown expense if you wish
Applicantsin Composition and Theory will be expected to perform an instrumental minor audition and are also
required to take all placement tests (see below).

PLACEMENT TESTS
Allapplicants are required to take placement tests in the following subjects:

Classical Majors:

* THEORY: Tonal Harmony including chord identification, chord writing, and SATB harmonization using triads, seventh
chords, and secondary dominants, modulation, chord functions, Neapolitan and augmented sixth chords, modal
thxture (equivalent of 4 semesters of harmony). Strict (Species) Counterpoint in major and minor, using 1% through
5" spedies.

* MUSICIANSHIP including dictation in one and two parts, given meter and key, and sight singing using either fixed or
moveable do.

* MUSIC HISTORY: listening, essay, and short answer identification; equivalent of two semesters of coliege music
history.

e ENGLISH: reading, wriing, speaking, listening.

Jazz Majors:

« JAZZHARMONY including notation, scales, keys, intervals, diatonic and chromatic triads and seventh chords.

* EARTRAINING including dictation of melodies, rhythms, intervals, and triads.

« JAZZHISTORY: listening, essay, and short answer identification; equivalent of two semesters of colege Jazz history.

* ENGLISH: reading, writing, speaking, listening.

[Remember: most of the Conservatory’s limited financial aid is
reserved for students who have shown ther commitment and seriousness, as well as financial need, over the
course of 1 or more semesters.]

If you are a foreign F1 Visa student you will also need to bring a valid Passport, Visa with 194 (whie card)
stapled inside it, and a completed Transfer Form (if you are transferring from another F1 school within the
United States).

Failure to provide any of these materials will delay your registration at the Conservatory and within the government
SEVIS tracking system.
